
Lloyd C. Matthews
May 1, 1924 - January 13, 2016

Lloyd C. Matthews, 91, passed away peacefully on Wednesday, January 13,
2016 at Hearthstone Cottage in East Wenatchee, WA, surrounded by family.
Lloyd was born May 1, 1924 in Green Forest, AR, to Rev. Charlie C. Matthews
and Ida Jane (Jones) Matthews, where he joined three brothers and one
sister, to complete the family. When Lloyd was 12 years of age, the family
moved to Twin Falls, ID, where he completed his education. He met and
married E. Jean Holloway on August 3, 1942, a marriage which lasted 72
years until Jean’s death in September, 2014. Their first daughter, Barbara,
was born in July 1943. Lloyd then went to Camp Fanning, TX for his basic
training in the U.S. Army. He served in Patton’s 3rd Army 80th Division in
Europe during World War II. When the war was over, he came home on the
Queen Mary and was ever-so-thankful to be reunited with his family. In 1949,
a second daughter, Jeanne, completed the family. Lloyd worked various
construction jobs in the Magic Valley of southern Idaho, worked for the Twin
Falls Canal Company as a heavy equipment operator, followed by Culligan
Soft Water and eventually Idaho Frozen Foods. In 1965, Lloyd was
recommended for and accepted a position as dragline operator for the Bureau
of Reclamation and moved the family to Quincy, WA. In the mid-70’s, Lloyd
was selected as the Watermaster for the Quincy Columbia Basin Irrigation
District and held that position until his retirement in 1988. In 1990, Lloyd and
Jean moved to Wenatchee, to be closer to their daughters and grandchildren.
Lloyd enjoyed keeping a meticulous yard and getting away occasionally for an



RV trip to the ocean beaches. He never missed seeing a sunset at the beach
whenever the weather cooperated. He loved to bowl, fish, do woodworking
projects, and enjoyed playing pinochle and hand and foot. He was also known
as “Gramps taxi service” to his youngest grandson, Steve. 

 Lloyd is survived by his two daughters: Barbara (Roger) Thompson of
Palisades, WA and Jean Weil of East Wenatchee, WA; five grandchildren, 14
great-grandchildren and three great- great- grandchildren, along with several
nieces and nephews. He was preceded in death by his wife, Jean; a
grandson, Steve Weil, in Oct. 2013; his parents; his three brothers, Oren,
Wilbur and Troy; and his sister, Jonnie Vela Blades.

 Visitation will be held Tuesday, January 19, from 4:00-7:00 p.m. at Jones &
